As part of the American Rescue Plan (ARP) signed into law earlier this year, federal dollars
were made available for distribution to students enrolled in colleges and universities across the
United States. After a period of discerning eligibility requirements, IC has established a
distribution policy for these funds, and will soon begin making funds available to students.

Based on eligibility for federal aid as determined by completion of the 2021-2022 FAFSA and
